C. The writer confesses that knowledge of the living God should have been his
priority in life, but it wasn’t. V. 2-3

D. The writer has an accurate view of the majesty of God and of the frailty of being
human. V. 4 There is a God....

E. The writer also has an accurate view of the word of God. V. 5-6
